Henk Robinson was born on February 27, 1960 in the Republic of 

Suriname, South America a former Dutch colony from the Net herlands.  His 

parents have nine children, five girls and four boys who live in both the 

Republic of Suriname and the Netherlands.  His father , a retired 

mathematician,  served as national director of education for the Republic of 

Suriname for more than 20  years.  His mother, the pillar of the family, is a 

seamstress and  provided training to students interested in learning the 

trade.  

 

Henk completed his junior year of high school in the Netherlands and 

attended  high s chool in the Republic of Suriname.  In 19 80 , he  and a group 

of 13 students received a scholarship to study in the United States where 

he attended Pasadena City College,  and later South Seattle College in 

Seattle, WA, where he completed an advanced degree in Engineering and 

Education.  In 2000, He nk attended Golden Gate University, San Francisco , 

and completed a Master of Science in Computer Information Systems.  

 

Between 1984 and 1990, Henk instructed courses at the AMTO a technical 

institute in the Republic of Suriname. In 1990, he joined Dorothea  Bradley, 

CEO of Interpersonal Developmental Facilitators (IDF) in Pasadena, CA and 

volunteered in acquiring and distributing food to unemployed and 

handicapped people.   

 

Two years later, he joined the Ralph M. Parsons Company in Pasadena and 

worked as an  engineer technician until 1994.  That same year, he started 

teaching at ITT Educational Services in West Covina, CA.  After two years, 

he was promoted to Education Supervisor, and in 1996 joined the ITT 

management team in Santa Clara, CA.  For the next fi ve years, Henk led a 

team of 30+ faculty and staff members in offering educational programs 

that integrate lifelong learning which assist students to pursue their 

personal interest, and develop their analytical and critical thinking ability . 

For his excell ent leadership skills and dedication  in upholding ITTôs 

Educational mission statement in providing quality, continuing education 

locally, nationally and worldwide, he was awarded the Education 

Supervisor, Education Excellence Award, College level in 1999, by CEO 

Rene Champagne.  

 

In 2001, he moved to Las Vegas, NV and since 2004 instruct courses in the 

School of Information Technology at ITT Educational Services in the 

Information Systems Security and Computer Networking Systems 

program.  He became a member  of PMI in November 2009, and an active 

member of PMI -SNC in January 2010. He has encouraged students at ITT 

Educational Services to attend the PMI meetings and brought his first 

group of ITT students to the February 2010 meeting.  He plans to make 

this a recurrent event because he believes that students can learn about 

professional project management and benefit from the networking 

opportunities that PMI -SNC meetings provide.
